Therefore, | see no need for these organizations to continue to justify their
existence by way of continued periodic self-assessments. Notwithstanding the discontinuation
of these formal self-assessments, | support the staff's plan to continue to keep a pulse on the
organizational effectiveness of these and other NRC offices through their normal evaluation
processes.
