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I. INTRODUCTION

The solar physics program in the Upper Atmospheric Research Section of the Division of Atmospheric Sciences, National Science
Foundation (NSF), solicits proposals to investigate the connections between eruptive events and magnetic phenomena on the Sun
and the corresponding solar wind structures in the inner heliosphere.  Proposals must meet the standards for intellectual merit and
programmatic relevance of the Solar Terrestrial  Research Program. The broader impact of submitted proposals will be evaluated by
considering the relation of the proposed activity to science community goals, as exemplified by ongoing community-organized
campaigns and objectives determined through an open and interactive process at SHINE workshops. 

II. PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

This solicitation will consolidate and focus previous community efforts into a sustained SHINE research program.  Pending availability
of funds, the goal is to support steady growth towards a total SHINE program size of nearly $2,000,000 by FY 2007.

SHINE research focuses upon the connections between eruptive events and magnetic phenomena on the Sun and the
corresponding solar wind structures in the inner heliosphere. SHINE fosters research on those processes by which magnetic fields
and particles produced by the Sun permeate interplanetary space and on the mechanisms by which these fields and particles are
transported to geospace through the inner heliosphere. The goal of SHINE research is to enhance both our physical understanding
and predictive capabilities for solar driven geoeffective events. SHINE is therefore complementary to, but distinct from, the National
Space Weather Program initiatives undertaken by the National Science Foundation and other agencies. The emphasis of SHINE is
on basic research into solar and heliospheric processes, while the focus of the National Space Weather Program is on practical
applications for forecasting and mitigating the adverse effects of space weather on technological systems on the Earth and in near-
Earth space.

Major topics under study by SHINE include: variations in the solar wind, interplanetary magnetic field, and plasma structure; the
initiation and propagation of coronal mass ejections; and the production, transport, and acceleration of energetic particles.
Proposals that utilize a broad range of approaches and methods are encouraged, but the relationship of the research to SHINE
goals must be made clear. Topics of relevance include but are not limited to:

1. Solar properties of coronal mass ejections (CMEs) and related phenomena, including their ultimate origin, precursors,  and
near-Sun evolution;

2. Interplanetary characteristics of CMEs, including their propagation through, and their interaction with, the background solar
wind, including the linking of interplanetary and near-Sun phenomena;

3. Acceleration of solar energetic particles by eruptive phenomena on the Sun, such as flares and CMEs, and their
subsequent transport and shock acceleration in the interplanetary medium;

4. Quasi-steady structure of the corona and interplanetary medium, as it relates to geoeffective phenomena in general (this
includes understanding or characterizing the background solar wind and how it evolves, and its relationship to solar
structures such as coronal holes, streamers, and filaments); and

5. Solar cycle dependence of the above phenomena.

Studies that seek to use multiple data sources (ground-based observations, space-based remote sensing, and in
situ measurements) and which combine theory and modeling with analysis of observations are especially
encouraged.

III. AWARD INFORMATION

Under this solicitation, proposals may be submitted for any funding amount up to $200,000 per year.  A maximum duration of five
years will be considered in those exceptional cases where the justification and promise are compelling.  Typically, SHINE awards
are for three years, but proposers may request from one to five years of funding, provided the requested duration is justified. NSF
expects to fund approximately 6 to 8 standard or continuing grants annually,  depending on the quality of submissions and the
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availability of funds.

Steady growth towards a total SHINE program size of nearly $2.0M is expected.  The anticipated funding profile is approximately
$700,000 in FY 2005 for new awards, up to $1.4M in FY 2006 for new awards and continuing increments, then up to $2.0M
annually in FY 2007 and beyond for new awards and continuing increments, pending the availability of funds.  Award dates are
anticipated annually to be in the December-January time frame.

Proposals received by NSF are assigned to the appropriate NSF program where they will be reviewed if they meet NSF proposal
preparation requirements. All  proposals are carefully reviewed by a scientist, engineer, or educator serving as an NSF Program
Officer, and usually by three to ten other persons outside NSF who are experts in the particular fields represented by the proposal.
These reviewers are selected by Program Officers charged with the oversight of the review process. Proposers are invited to
suggest names of persons they believe are especially well qualified to review the proposal and/or persons they would prefer not
review the proposal. These suggestions may serve as one source in the reviewer selection process at the Program Officer's
discretion. Submission of such names, however, is optional. Care is taken to ensure that reviewers have no conflicts of interest with
the proposal.

A. NSF Merit Review Criteria

All NSF proposals are evaluated through use of the two National Science Board (NSB)-approved merit review criteria: intellectual
merit and the broader impacts of the proposed effort. In some instances, however, NSF will employ additional criteria as required to
highlight the specific objectives of certain programs and activities.

The two NSB-approved merit review criteria are listed below. The criteria include considerations that help define them. These
considerations are suggestions and not all  will apply to any given proposal. While proposers must address both merit review criteria,
reviewers will be asked to address only those considerations that are relevant to the proposal being considered and for which the
reviewer is qualified to make judgements.

What is the intellectual merit of the proposed activity?
How important is the proposed activity to advancing knowledge and understanding within its own field or across
different fields? How well qualified is the proposer (individual  or team) to conduct the project? (If appropriate, the
reviewer will comment on the quality of the prior  work.) To what extent does the proposed activity suggest and
explore creative, original,  or potentially transformative concepts? How well conceived and organized is the
proposed activity? Is there sufficient access to resources?

What are the broader impacts of the proposed activity?
How well does the activity advance discovery and understanding while promoting teaching, training, and learning?
How well does the proposed activity broaden the participation of underrepresented groups (e.g., gender, ethnicity,
disability, geographic, etc.)? To what extent will it enhance the infrastructure for research and education, such as
facilities, instrumentation, networks, and partnerships? Will  the results be disseminated broadly to enhance
scientific and technological understanding? What may be the benefits of the proposed activity to society?

NSF is
committed to this principle of diversity and deems it central  to the programs, projects, and activities it considers
and supports.
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B. Review and Selection Process

Proposals submitted in response to this program announcement will be reviewed by Ad hoc Review and/or Panel Review.

Reviewers will be asked to formulate a recommendation to either support or decline each proposal. The Program Officer assigned to
manage the proposal's review will consider the advice of reviewers and will formulate a recommendation.

After scientific, technical and programmatic review and consideration of appropriate factors, the NSF Program Officer recommends to
the cognizant Division Director whether the proposal should be declined or recommended for award. NSF is striving to be able to tell
applicants whether their proposals have been declined or recommended for funding within six months. The time interval begins on
the deadline or target date, or receipt  date, whichever is later.  The interval ends when the Division Director accepts the Program
Officer's recommendation.

A summary rating and accompanying narrative will be completed and submitted by each reviewer. In all  cases, reviews are treated
as confidential documents. Verbatim copies of reviews, excluding the names of the reviewers, are sent to the Principal
Investigator/Project Director by the Program Officer.  In addition, the proposer will receive an explanation of the decision to award or
decline funding.

In all  cases, after programmatic approval has been obtained, the proposals recommended for funding will be forwarded to the
Division of Grants and Agreements for review of business, financial, and policy implications and the processing and issuance of a
grant or other agreement. Proposers are cautioned that only a Grants and Agreements Officer may make commitments, obligations
or awards on behalf of NSF or authorize the expenditure of funds. No commitment on the part of NSF should be inferred from
technical or budgetary discussions with a NSF Program Officer. A Principal Investigator or organization that makes financial or
personnel commitments in the absence of a grant or cooperative agreement signed by the NSF Grants and Agreements Officer does
so at their own risk.
