B Always wash your hands r
thoroughly after you handle ‘v
your pet reptile, its food and
anything it has touched.

B Keep your pet reptile in a
habitat designed for it; don’t let
it roam around the home.

B Keep your pet reptile and
its equipment out of the kitchen
or any area where food is
prepared.

B Don’t nuzzle or kiss your
pet reptile.
