Subject: FY 2013 Land Acquisition Priority System (“LAPS”) list

Attached is the FY 2013 Land Acquisition Priority System (LAPS) list for the National
Wildlife Refuge System, including component and cumulative scores for each project.
The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service will use these rankings as a starting point for the FY
2013 Land and Water Conservation Fund budget process.

LAPS is a “tool” that numerically ranks projects by comparing Service trust resource
objectives and priorities for each Refuge. Numerical scores are assigned to four
components (Fisheries and Aquatic Resources, Endangered and Threatened Species, Bird
Conservation, and Landscape Conservation), in addition to a project summary.

The points for each component are totaled to yield a cumulative score and produce a
biological profile for each project. Only projects that have completed Decision
Documents — in addition to willing sellers — are ranked.
