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NAGPRA Section 3: Comprehensive Agreement Checklist

Under 43 CFR 10.5, Federal agencies are encouraged to develop comprehensive agreements where agency land management
activities may affect Native American cultural items on Federal lands. Like a plan of action, the comprehensive agreement
must document compliance with ARPA, especially 43 CFR 7.7 - 7.9, regarding requirements for permits on Indian lands.
