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1. General Situation

1.1. A powerful 7.2-magnitude earthquake struck eastern Turkey on Sunday (23
October 2011). Seismic activity has remained on going ever since.

1.2. A subsequent series of larger earthquakes has hit the area of Van (Erdemit), on the
evening of 9 November. UN OCHA reports that the first quake took place at 19:23 UTC at
5.6 magnitude and seven minutes later another tremor with a magnitude of 4.5 hit Van.
The US Geological Survey locates the epicenter at 16km (10 miles) south of Van.

1.3. There were a recorded 11 aftershocks with magnitudes 3 — 4.4 during 2 hours after
earthquake. In total 25 buildings (2 hotels mostly with journalists) collapsed, 22 of them
had been empty since the first earthquake. According to the Turkish authorities, 40 people
have died and 30 were injured. More than 300 people were evacuated from Van to Ankara
and Istanbul.

1.4. As aresult of quakes 6 villages — Dagonu, Guvegli, Alakdy, Dibekduzu, Gedikbulak
and Mollakasim — have been almost destroyed. Five tent cities and two Mevlana type
house cities have been established and the Turkish Red Crescent Society (TRCS) has
dispatched 27.496 tents as well as blankets, sleeping bags and heaters. As of 3
November, TRCS has provided shelter for 137.514 beneficiaries.

1.5.  According to the Turkish Disaster and Emergency Management Presidency the
death toll resulting from the quakes between the period of 23 October — 11 November has
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reached 644 people and the number of injured has reached over 4.200 and the number
of people alive that have been rescued from the rubble is 252.

8. Although the situation in Turkey is still precarious, it remains stable, and the
EADRCC decided to issue a preliminary Final Situation Report. On behalf of the
Government of Turkey the EADRCC wishes to thank all Nations for the
assistance offered and provided. All Nations are invited to continue their
assistance on bilateral basis.

9. Points of Entry / Delivery:

Donated materials are to be transported by land to an “Assistance Delivery Centre”,
which is being set up in Van and a second one in Erzurum Airport for air transportation. It
is important that assistance is delivered directly to these centres. Assisting countries
should apply to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Turkey.
