Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Small Business Advo-

cate Act of 20127
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SEC. 2. OFFICES OF SMALL AND DISADVANTAGED BUSI-

NESS UTILIZATION.

(a) APPOINTMENT AND POSITION OF DIRECTOR.—
Section 15(k)(2) of the Small Business Act (15 U.S.C.
644(k)(2)) is amended by striking “such agency,” and in-
serting ‘“‘such agency to a position that is a Senior Execu-
tive Service position (as such term is defined under section
3132(a) of title 5, United States Code), except that, for
any agency in which the positions of Chief Acquisition Of-
ficer and senior procurement executive (as such terms are
defined under section 44(a) of this Act) are not Senior
Executive Service positions, the Director of Small and Dis-
advantaged Business Utilization may be appointed to a
position compensated at not less than the minimum rate
of basic pay payable for grade GS-15 of the General
Schedule under section 5332 of such title (including com-
parability payments under section 5304 of such title);”.

(b) PERFORMANCE APPRAISALS.—Section 15(k)(3)
of such Act (15 U.S.C. 644(k)(3)) 1s amended—

“(12) shall provide to the Chief Acquisition Of-
ficer and senior procurement executive of such agen-
cy advice and comments on acquisition strategies,
market research, and justifications related to section
44 of this Act;

“(13) may provide training to small business
concerns and contract specialists, except that such
training may only be provided to the extent that the
training does not interfere with the Director car-
