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Georgia exports exceeded 34.7 billion dollars in 2011, ranking 12 among U.S. states. Export prices for aerospace
products and parts manufacturing, Georgia’s top export industry, rose a comparatively modest 0.5 percent during
the second quarter of 2012, following a 2.2 percent advance for the first quarter. The index had recorded little move-
ment in the second half of 2011. The export price index for pulp, paper, and paperboard, Georgia’s second largest
export industry, also increased 0.5 percent between March and June, after falling 1.5 percent the previous quarter. In
contrast, prices for animal slaughtering and processing declined 0.4 percent for the quarter ended in June.
