e The TPA Agencies should work cooperatively with the Board and its member organizations to actively
promote the meetings and also provide information to those who would not or cannot attend the
meetings. TPA Agencies are encouraged to increase use of:

o The news media (for example, radio talk shows and editorial boards)
o  Educational networks (for example, classroom presentations and university networking)
o Social networking sites (for example, My Space, Facebook, Twitter, and YouTube)
