Join us at Sunset
Amphitheater for a special Junior Ranger awards ceremony and a variety of songs, stories, or games designed especially for
kids. Please come 15 minutes early if you plan to turn in a Junior Ranger booklet. %2 hour.

Let’s Move Outside: Meet at the Visitor Center for a family-friendly hike in the park. Bring walking shoes, water, and
protection from the sun. 1 hour, up to 1-mile hike.

Meadow Meander: Yes, the trees are the most famous inhabitants of these parks, but the places where the trees don’t grow
are also important. Find out why in this easy stroll around one of our local meadows. Meet Ranger Frank in front of the
Visitor Center. 1 hour, ¥ mile walk.

Nature’s Greatest Mountaineers: The Sierra Nevada Bighorn Sheep live on the edge in more ways than one. Meet Ranger
Jeremy at the Visitor Center to learn about the life of these endangered inhabitants of Kings Canyon and the on-going
efforts to increase their numbers. 30 minutes.

Owls, Masters of the Night: Wherever you go in the parks, you are probably in the home of an owl. Meet Ranger Anna in
the Discovery Room at the Kings Canyon Visitor Center to learn why owls are so successful. %2 hour.

Ranger in the Grove: How big? How old? What happens in a fire? Look for a ranger along the Grant Tree Trail to have all
your sequoia questions answered. Ongoing.

Saunter in the Sequoias: Not your ordinary Grant Tree Trail experience! Meet John Muir, as portrayed by Ranger Frank
Helling, at the Grant Tree parking lot for this one-of-a-kind stroll through the big trees. I hour, ¥%-mile walk.
