Join us at Sunset
Amphitheater for a special Junior Ranger awards ceremony and a variety of songs, stories, or games designed
especially for kids. Please come 15 minutes early if you plan to turn in a Junior Ranger booklet. %2 hour.

Kids’ Nature Hike: Take a saunter through the trails of the Grant Grove area and learn to be a naturalist during
a hike designed especially for Junior Rangers (but open to all ages!). Earn a special “Let’s Move Outside” Junior
Ranger sticker for attending.
