1. Will there be sampling and analysis of the WRAP drum material that leaked onto the floor and/or drum
contents? :

Response: There will be analysis of the waste. The plan is to provide real time radiograph (RTR) analysis of the
overpacked drums and further analyze the drum contents by placing the waste in a glovebox for repackaging.
Although not completed yet, a waste treatment plan will be developed for the drum contents that will include pH
testing. If neutralization is needed, upon completion of the neutralization activity, pH testing will be performed to
verify successful completion of that activity. Depending on the final disposal location and the facility’s revised
repack procedures, additional sampling and analysis may be performed if required to ensure compliance with the
facility’s and disposal and regulatory requirements. Waste generated through the cleanup activities will be
assessed for storage and disposal.

2. When will that (sampling) occur?

Response: Sampling is not planned but analysis will occur as described in response to Question 1 above as part of
the glovebox analysis and drumming of cleanup materials. If sampling is performed, WRAP will inform Ecology
of the activity.

3. What was done with the clean-up materials used in the drum spill?

Response: The clean-up materials generated to date that are contaminated with dangerous wastes include leaking
drum 0062288 overpacked into drum 0059303; and contaminated pallets that have been wrapped with plastic
sheeting. Drum 0059303 has been labeled as a dangerous waste and is on a spill pallet. Due to the large size of
the wrapped contaminated pallets, a large box is being acquired to transport these wastes to an off-site TSD for
size reduction. This will enable this waste to be containerized and assayed to determine whether it is a mixed-
TRU waste or mixed LLW. Until the box arrives, the wrapped pallets are managed as a dangerous waste and
stored in 2404-WB on a pallet.

4. Was it (clean-up materials) put in a drum and assigned an ID#?

Response: Each waste drum has a Package Identification Number (PIN) barcode identification and will be
tracked both in the WRAP Data Management System (DMS) and in the Hanford Solid Waste Information
Tracking System (SWITS).

My two cents, and | know | am just the operations gorilla, but............. what gain are we looking for in sampling, and
what guestion would we answer that we already have AK of?

I do not see where a question of waste compatibility is asked here. Perhaps we are talking semantics, but the waste had
to be compatible or we would have had a reaction some 30 odd years ago when it was packaged the first time. There
were no compatibility issues with the waste. Instead the waste form had a constituent in it that was not compatible
with the container we packaged it into at WRAP. The difference, the original package had a poly liner that prevented
the waste from interacting with the container, and our WRAP one trip drum had a sprayed liner that obviously had a
flaw that allowed that interaction to occur.

This is a homogenized waste form. The AK said it was absorbed acid, and indeed, the corrosion of the drum pretty
conclusively proves that. The AK was right. It is what we operations gorillas did with that AK that was our undoing. Had
we made sure that we understood the difficulties of neutralization due to the waste form, and had we thought more
about the potential for the one trip drum to have a limited ability to contain due to the waste form, and had we allowed
the waste to dry so that the acid did not have a ready way to carry and react with the drum, and had we more effectively
verified the neutralization as fully completed, as well as thought about additional protection of the container, we would
not have given the WRAP container the opportunity to fail.

That is a question of neutralization of the waste and packaging in a way to assure ourselves, as much as possible, of the
reduction of the risk of interaction of the waste with the container. Already required by the acceptance criteria of the
final disposal facility.

We can sample anything, but | would want to know what we expect to gain with that when we have a few million DPM
sample to manage and have a lab play with, other than Ph to confirm it is acid.
