tMIIP'llpJ CONSENT ORDER FOR PERMANENT INJUNCTION, CIVIL 
MONETARY PENALTY AND OTHER EOUlIABLE RELIEF 

AGAINST DEFENDANT KENT aE. WHITNEY 

I. INTRODUCTION 

On December 10, 20 J0, PlaintiffCommodity Futures Trading Commission 

("Commission" or "CFTC") filed a Complaint against Defendant Kent R.B. Whitney ("Whitney" 

or "Defendant") seeking injunctive and other equitable relief, as well as the imposition ofcivil 

penalties, for violations of Section 4c(b) of the Commodity Exchange Act ("the Act"). 7 U.S.C. 

§ 6c(b), Section 9(a)(4) of the Act. 7 U.S.C. § 13(a)(4). as amended, and Commission Regulation 

("Regulation") 33.10, 17 C.F.R. § 33.10 (2010). The Court entered a Consent Order of 

Preliminary Injunction and Other Equitable Reliefagainst Whitney on January 4,201 t. 

In summary. at various times from May 2008 through April 2010. Defendant engaged in 

a fraudulent scheme to avoid substantial margin calls when placing orders for commodity 

options traded on the New York Mercantile Exchange ("NYMEX") and the Chicago Mercantile 

Exchange ("eME"). Whitney committed this margin call avoidance scheme in connection with 
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out-of-the-money options by knowingly making false and misleading statements to clearing 

firms, floor brokers, and other persons. 

Additionally, Whitney made false and misleading statements to, and willfully deceived, a 

staff representative of CME, a registered entity. 

II. CONSENTS AND AGREEMENTS 

To effect settlement ofall charges alleged in the Complaint against Defendant without a 

trial on the merits or any further judicial proceedings, Defendant: 

I. Consents to the entry ofthis Consent Order for Permanent Injunction, Civil 

Monetary Penalty and Other Equitable Relief against Defendant Kent R.B. Whitney ("Consent 

Order"); 

2. Affirms that he has read and agreed to this Consent Order voluntarily, and that no 

promise, other than as specifically contained herein, or threat, bas been made by the Commission 

or any member, officer, agent or representative thereof, or by any other person, to induce consent 

to this Consent Order; 

3. Acknowledges proper service upon him ofthe Summons and Complaint; 

4. Admits the jurisdiction of this Coon over him and the subject matter ofthis action 

pursuant to Section 6c of the Commodity Exchange Act, to be codified at 7 U.S.C. § 13a-}; 

S. Admits the jurisdiction of the Commission over the conduct and transactions at 

issue in this action pursuant to the Act, 7 U.S.C. §§ 1, el seq.; 

6. Admits that venue properly lies with this Court pursuant to Section 6c(e) ofthe 

Act, as amended, 7 U.S.C. § 13a-l(e): 

7. Waives: 
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a) any and all claims that he may possess under the Equal Access to Justice Act, 

5 U.S.C. § 504 (2006) and 28 U.S.C. § 2412 (2006), andlorthe rules promulgated by the 

Commission in conformity therewith, Part 148 of the Regulations, 17 C.F.R. §§ 148.1 et seq. 

(20 II). relating to. or arising from. this action; 

b) any and all claims that he may possess under the Small Business Regulatory 

Enforcement Fairness Act of 1996. Pub. L. 104-121. §§ 201- 253. 110 Stat. 847,857-868 (1996). 

as amended by Pub. L. No. 110-28, § 8302, 121 Stat. 112, 204-205 (2007), relating to, or arising 

from. this action; 

c) any claim of Double Jeopardy based upon the institution ofthis action or the 

entry in this action of any order imposing a civil monetary penalty or any other relief, including 

this Consent Order; and 

d) any and a.11 rights of appeal from this action; 

8. Consents to the continued jurisdiction of this Court over him for the purpose of 

implementing and enforcing the terms and conditions ofthis Consent Order and for any other 

purpose relevant to this action, even if Defendant now or in the future resides outside the 

jurisdiction of this Court; 

9. Agrees that he will not oppose enforcement of this Consent Order by alleging that 

it fails to comply with Rule 6S(d) of the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure and waives any 

objection based thereon; 

10. Agrees that neither he nor any of his agents or employees under his authority or 

control shall take any action or make any public statement denying, directly or indirectly. any 

allegation in the Complaint or the Findings of Fact or Conclusions of Law in this Consent Order. 

or creating or tending to create the impression that the Complaint andlor this Consent Order is 
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without a factual basis; provided, however, that nothing in this provision shall affect his: (a) 

testimonial obligations, or (b) right to take legal positions in other proceedings to which the 

Commission is not a party. Defendant shall undertake aU steps necessary to ensure that all ofhis 

agents and/or employees under his authority or control understand and comply with this 

agreement; 

II. By consenting to the entry of this Consent Order, Defendant neither admits nor 

denies the allegations of the Complaint or the Findings ofFact and Conclusions ofLaw in this 

Consent Order, except as to jurisdiction and venue, which be admits. Further, Defendant agrees 

and intends that the allegations contained in the Complaint and all of the Findings ofFact and 

Conclusions ofLaw contained in this Consent Order shall be taken as true and correct and be 

given preclusive effect, without further proof, in the course of: (a) any current or subsequent 

bankruptcy proceeding filed by, on behalf of, or against Whitney; (b) any proceeding pursuant to 

Section 8a of the Act, as amended, 7 U.S.C. § 12a, andlor Part 3 of the Regulations, 17 C.F.R. §§ 

3.1 et seq. (201 J); andlor (c) any proceeding to enforce the terms of this Consent Order; 

12. Agrees to provide immediate notice to this Court and the Commission by certified 

mail. in the manner required by Paragraph 33 of Part VI of this Consent Order, of any 

bankruptcy proceeding filed by, on behalfof, or against bim whether inside or outside the United 

States; and 

13. Agrees that no provision ofthis Consent Order shall in any way limit or impair 

the ability of any other person or entity to seek any legal or equitable remedy against Whitney in 

any other proceeding. 
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m. FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS 

The Court, being fully advised in the premises, finds that there is good eause for the entry 

ofthis Consent Order and that there is no just reason for delay. The Court therefore directs the 

entry ofthe fol1owing Findings ofFaets, Conclusions of Law, penn anent injunction, and 

equitable relief pursuant to Section 6c of the Act, as amended, 7 U .S.C. § 13a-I, as set forth 

herein. 

THE PARTIES AGREE AND THE COURT HEREBY FINDS: 

A. 	 Findings ofFact 

The Parties to This Consent Order 

14. Plaintiff Commodity Futures Trading Commission is an independent 

federal regulatory agency that is charged by Congress with administering and enforcing the Act, 

as amended, 7 U.S.C. §§ I el seq., and the Regulations promUlgated thereunder, 17 C.F.R. §§ 1 

et seq. (2011). 

IS. Defendant Kent Ralph Emerson Whitney is a resident ofChicago, Illinois and has 

been registered with the Commission as a floor broker since August 29, 2003. Whitney is also a 

principal and Associated Person of Lone Star Trading Group, Inc., a registered Introducing 

Broker with its place ofbusiness located in Deerfield Beach, Florida. 

The Facts 

16. NYMEX and CME are designated contract markets that are located in New York, 

New York and Chicago, Illinois, respectively. NYMEX and CME are both part of CME Oroup 

Inc. ("CME Group"). 

17. On several occasions between May 2008 and April 2010, Whitney engaged in a 

fraudulent scheme to avoid margin calls on NYMEX and CME options positions. As part ofthe 
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scheme, Whitney placed orders to sell a large volume offront month out-of.the-money options 

to the NYMEX and eME floors one or two business days before the expiration of the front 

month options.' At the time he placed these options orders, Whitney knowingly provided 

clearing finns invalid account numbers for the trade allocation. In doing so, Whitney implicitly 

represented that the accounts were open and held sufficient margin to cover the trades andlor 

deceptively failed to disclose that the aecounts were, in faet, elosed and thus held no funds for 

margin. 

18. Because the account numbers Whitney provided were invalid or closed, the 

clearing firms that received the initial allocations rejected the trades and returned the trades to 

the elearing finns of the exeeuting floor brokers. 

J9. The next business day, Whitney would provide valid aeeount numbers to elear the 

trades. 

20. By this process, Whitney shifted the overnight margin risk to the clearing finns of 

the executing brokers, thus avoiding the posting ofmargin. 

21. As the next business day was usually the expiration of the front month options 

contraet, when the elearing firm Whitney used did not require margin calls, neither Whitney, nor 

the aecounts he used. received any margin calls. The accounts that Whitney traded then 

collected the premiums on these out-of-the-money options that usually expired worthless.2 

22. Whitney repeated this margin avoidance scheme on eight different occasions, as 

deseribed more fully in the Complaint filed on December 10,2010 and listed in the chart below: 

•The front month is the llpot or neamy deliVOl')' month, the neuest traded contract month. An oul-of·the-moIlO)' 

option is 811 option with no intrinsic value. 

1 A premium is the payment the option buyer makes 10 the option writer or seller for granting an option contract.

) On January 28, 2010, the ChiefRcgulato!,), Officer of the CME Group filed a Summary Access Denial action 
a,alnst Whitney prohibiting him Iiom trading, either for himself or for others. on any CMB Group markets, 
includlns CME, NYMBX. CBOT, and COMEX for 60 days. This tradins prohibhion was later extended to May 29, 
2010. Later, on May 24, 2010, the Business Conduct Commluec ofthe CMS Group issued an Bmergency Action 
against Whitney prohibiting him Iiom tradlns. either for himself or for others, on any CMB Group markots, 
includins CMIl, NYMEX, CBOT. and COMBX. for six months ending November 24,2010. Thus, tho Whitney 
trades ror March 26, 2010 and April 16,2010 were strictly prohibited by virtue ofthe CMB Group's trading ban.

23. Additionally. aCME staff representative ("CME Staffer" questioned Whitney 

about certain options trades Whitney had attempted to place in Whitney·s friend's acoount on 

January 14.2010. The eME Staffer specifically asked Whitney about the initial trade allocations 

that had been rejected by the clearing firms. Whitney lied and falsely represented to the CMB 

Staffer that Whitney was unaware ofany rejected trade allocations that Whitney had made on 

January 14,2010. 

B. 	 Conclusions of Law 

Jurisdiction and Venue 

24. This Court has jurisdiction over this action pursuant to Section 6c of the Act. as 

amended, 7 U.S.C. § 13a-I, which provides that whenever it shall appear to the Commission that 

any person has engaged, is engaging, or is about to engage in any act or practice constituting a 

violation ofany provision of the Act or any rule, regulation, or order promUlgated thereunder. the 

Commission may bring an action in the proper district court of the United States against such 

person to enjoin such act or practice, or to enforce compliance with the Act, or any rule, 

regUlation or order thereunder. 

25. Venue properly lies with this Court pursuant to Section 6c(e) ofthe Act, as 

amended, 7 U.S.C. § 13a-l(e), because the acts and practices in violation of the Act occurred 

within this District. 

Fraudulent Misrepresentations 

26. By the conduct described above in paragraphs 16-23, Defendant engaged in a 

fraudulent scheme to avoid substantial margin calls when placing orders for commodity options 

traded on NYMBX and CME. Whitney committed this margin call avoidance scheme in 

connection with out-of-the-money options by knowingly making false and misleading statements 
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to clearing tims, floor brokers, and other persons in violation of Section 4c(b) of the Act, 7 

U.S.C. § 6e(b) and Regulation 33.10,17 C.F.R. § 33.10 (2010). Whitney additionally made false 

and misleading statements to and willfully deceived a staff representative of the CME, a 

registered entity as defmed by Section 18(29) of the Act, as amended, 7 U.S.C. § la(29). in 

violation of Section 9(a)(4) ofthe Act, 7 U.S.C. § 13(a)(4). 

27. Unless restrained and enjoined by this Court, there is a reasonable likelihood that 

Defendant will continue to engage in the acts and practices alleged in the Complaint and in 

similar acts and practices in violation of the Act and Regulations. 

IV. PERMANENT INJUNCTION 


IT HEREBY IS ORDERED THAT; 


28. Based upon and in connection with the foregoing conduct, pursuant to Section 6c 

of the Act, as amended. 7 U .S.C. § 13a-I, Whitney is permanently restrained. enjoined, and 

prohibited from directly or indirectly: 

a) 	 Offering to enter into, entering into or confiming the execution of 

commodity option transactions contrary to any rule or regulation of the 

Commission... in violation ofSection 4c(b) of the Act, 1 U.S.C. § 6c(b); 

b) 	 Willfully falsifying, concealing, or covering up by any trick, scheme, or 

artifice a material fact. making any false, fictitious, or fraudulent 

statements or representations, or making or using any false writing or 

document knowing the same to contain any false. fictitious or fraudulent 

statement or entry to a registered entity in violation ofSection 9(aX4) of 

the Act, 7 U.S.C. § 13(a)(4); and 
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c) 	 In or in connection with an otTer to enter into, the entry into, the 

confinnation in the execution of; or the maintenance of, any commodity 

option transaction, directly or indirectly: (a) cheating or defrauding or 

attempting to c:;heat or defraud; (b) making or c:;ausing to be made to any 

other person any false report or statement thereof or cause to be entered 

for any person any false record thereof; or (c) deceiving or attempting to 

dec:;eive any other person by any means whatsoever in violation of 

Regulation 33.10, 17 C.F.R. § 33.10. 

29. 	 Defendant is pennanently restrained, enjoined, and prohibited from directly or 

indirectly: 

a) 	 Trading on or subjec:;t to the rules ofany registered entity [as that tenn is defined 
in Sec:;tion la(29) ofthe A~ 7 U.S.C. § la(29)]; 

b) 	 Entering into any transac:;tions involving commodity futures, options on 
commodity futures, commodity options (as that tenn is defined in Regulation 
1.3(hh), 17 C.P.R. § 1.3(hh) (20I J) C'commodity options"), security futures 
products, anellor foreign currency (as described in Sections 2(c)(2)(8) and 
2(cX2)(C)(i) of the Act, as amended, 7 U.S.C. §§ 2(c)(2XB) and 2(cX2)(C)(i» 
("forex contracts"), for his own personal accounts or for any account in which he 
has a direct or indirect interest; 

c) 	 Having any commodity futures, options on commodity futures, commodity 
options, security futures products, anellor forex contracts traded on his behalf; 

d) 	 Controlling or directing the trading for or on behalfofany other person or entity. 
whether by power ofattom,ey or otherwise. in any account involving commodity 
futures, options on commodity futures, commodity options, security futures 
products. anellor forex contracts; . 

e) 	 Soliciting, receiving. or accepting any tUnds from any person for the purpose of 
purchasing or selling any commodity futures, options on commodity futures, 
commodity options, security tUtures products, and/or forex contracts; 

t) 	 Applying for registration or claiming exemption from registration with the 
Commission in any capac:;ity. and engaging in any activity requiring such 
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registration or exemption from registration with the Commission, except as 
provided for in Regulation 4.14(aX9), 17 C.F.R. § 4.14(8)(9) (2011)j and/or 

g) 	 Acting as a principal (as that term is defined in Regulation 3.) (a), 17 C.F.R. 
§ 3.1 (a) (201 I», agent, or any other officer or employee ofany person (as that 
term is defined in Section la of the Act, as amended, 7 U.S.C. § la) registered, 
exempted from registration or required to be registered with the Commission 
except as provided for in Regulation 4. I4(a)(9), 17 C.F.R. § 4.14(a)(9) (2011). 

V. CIVIL MONETARY PENALTY 

30. Defendant shaJJ pay a civil monetary penalty in the amount of six hundred 

thousand dollars ($600,000) (the "CMP Obligation"), plus post-judgment interest within ten (10) 

days ofthe entry of this consent order. Post-judgment interest shall accrue on the CMP 

Obligation commencing on the date of entry of this Consent Order and shall be detennined by 

using the Treasury Bill rate prevailing on the date ofentry of this Consent Order pursuant to 28 

U.S.C. § 1961 (2006). 

31. The Defendant shaH pay his CMP Obligation by electronic funds transfer, U.S. 

postal money order, certified check, bank cashier's check, or bank money order. Ifpayment is to 

be made other than by electronic funds transfer. the payment shall be made payable to the 

Commodity Futures Trading Commission and sent to the address below:

If payment by electronic transfer is chosen, Defendant shall contact Unda Zurhorst or her 

successor at the address above to receive payment instructions and shall fully comply with those 

instructions. Defendant shall accompany payment of the CMP Obligation with a cover letter that 
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identifies Defendant and the name and docket number of this proceeding. Defendant shall 

simultaneously transmit copies of the cover letter and the form of payment to: (I) the Chief 

Financial Officer, Commodity Futures Trading Commission, Three LafayCUe Centre, 1)55 21st 

Street, NW, Washington, D.C. 20S8) and (2) the Regional Counsel, Division ofEnforcement, 

Commodity Futures Trading Commission, 140 Broadway, 19111 Floor, New York, NY 10005. 

B. Provisions Related to Monetary Sanctions 

32. Partial Satisfaction: Any acceptance by the Commission ofpartial payment of 

Defendant's CMP Obligation shall not be deemed a waiver ofhis obligation to make further 

payments pursuant to this Consent Order, or a waiver of the Commission's right to seek to 

compel payment ofany remaining balance. 

VI. MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS 

33. Notice: All notices required to be given by any provision in this Consent Order 

shall be sent by certified mail, return receipt requested, as follows:

34. Change ofAddresslPhone: Until such time as Whitney satisfies in fuJI his CMP 

Obligation as set forth in this Consent Order, Whitney shall provide written notice to the 

Commission by certified mail ofany change to his telephone number and malling address within 

ten (10) calendar days of the change. 

35. Entire Agreement and Amendments: This Consent Order incorporates all of1he 

terms and conditions of the settlement among the parties hereto to date. Nothing shaJl serve to 

amend or modify this Consent Order in any respect whatsoever, unless: (a) reduced to writing, 

(b) signed by all parties hereto, and (c) approved by order of the Court. 

36. Invalidation: Ifany provision of this Consent Order or the application of any 

provisions or circumstances is held invalid, then the remainder of this Consent Order and the 

application of the provision to any other person or circumstance shall not be affected by the 

holding. 

37. Waiver: The failure orany party to this Consent Order at any time to require 

performance ofany provision ofthis Consent Order shall in no manner affect the right ofsuch 

party at a later time to enforce the same or any other provision of this Consent Order. No waiver 
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in one or more instances ofthe breach ofany provision contained in this Consent Order shall be 

deemed to be or construed as a further or continuing waiver ofsuch breach or waiver of the 

breach ofany other provision ofthis Consent Order. 

38. Continuing Jurisdiction ofthis Court: This Court shall retain jurisdiction ofthis 

action to ensure compliance with this Consent Order and for all other purposes related to this 

action. including any motion by Whitney to modify or for relief from the terms ofthis Consent 

Order. 

39. lnjunctive and Equitable Relief Provisions: The injunctive and equitable relief 

provisions of this Consent Order shall be binding upon Whitney, upon any person under his 

authority or control, and upon any person who receives actual notice ofthis Consent Order, by 

personal service, e-mail, facsimile or otherwise insofar as he or she is acting in active concert or 

participation with Whitney. 

40. Counterparts and Facsimile Execution: This Consent Order may be executed in 

two or more counterparts. all ofwhich shall be considered one and the same agreement and shall 

become effective when one or more counterparts have been signed by each of the parties hereto 

and delivered (by facsimile, e-mail, or otherwise) to the other party, it being understood that all 

parties need not sign the same counterpart. Any counterpart or other signature to this Consent 

Order that is delivered by any means shall be deemed for all pUlpOSes as constituting good and 

valid execution and delivery by such party of this Consent Order. 

41. Whitney understands that the tel111S of the Consent Order are enforceable through 

contempt proceedings, and that, in any such proceedings he may not challenge the validity ofthis 

Consent Order.
