we had a discussion in t he JAG thi s morni ng concerning our compl iance 
with IQA. For the CTD (salini ty, temper atu re, conductivity , oxygen) and 
fluorometry data. I am confident that the Nat iona l oceanog raphic Data 
center'S QA/ QC protocols ass ure that data are faithfu ll y transferred 
from i nst rument to data files and the data are cleaned for out liers. as 
is their usual routine for going to master data . Rost assures me such 
procedu res are being followed. of cou r se t here are al ways calib ration 
issues but he al so said t hey have metadata on t he data fiel ds t hat can 
be posted with the reports. The i ssue then is bottle data (TPH, VOA). 
I understand that the data a re now being screened by Dr. Jim Far r, who 
is an exp,erienced chemist . I also know t here is also a data clearance 
"package' t hat comes back from the lab. Howeve r , that package is no t as 
timely as the data themselves. Recogni zing the need for timely data and 
QA/QC, I recommend a compromise. That a ll bottl e data (TPH. VOA) be

screened by Jim Farr , and that questionable data not be posted or used 
until the fu ll QA/QC arrives. However

when we have data that meet 

Jim's standards that we use it as "pre iminaty QA/ QC data. subject to 
revision" and that when the lab qa/ qc is available for each datum that 
the resul t s be mod i fied if appropr iate and stamped as "fi nal QA/ QC" . 
This would hopefully cover us and al low timely use of information .
