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SUBJECT: Tactical Combat Casualty Care

Tactical Combat Casualty Care (TCCC) trauma management guidelines are specifically
designed for use in the pre-hospital battlefield environment. Multiple published reports have
documented the usefulness of TCCC on the battlefield.

TCCC guidelines were recently updated based on the recommended changes from the
Committee on TCCC, a sub-panel of the Defense Health Board. The recommendations are based
on review of pre-hospital trauma literature, direct input from experienced combat medical
personnel, and numerous studies performed by eminent authorities within disciplines related to
clinical health care and delivery.
