The Office of the Comptroller of the Currency has been informed by the Financial Services 
Commission, Brades, Montserrat (FSA), that the above-referenced company is claiming to hold a 
valid offshore banking license issued by the FSA. 
 
Please be advised that the company’s offshore banking license was revoked on May 1, 2001, and 
has not been reinstated.  Accordingly, Lincoln Bank and Trust Company Limited has no authority 
under Montserrat law to perform the business of banking.
