PROPOSED REVISION OF PROPERTY, PLANT AND
EQUIPMENT DISCLOSURE REQUIREMENTS

depreciation, depletion and amortization. The new requirements would be based on
disclosures by industry segment and would liberalize the rules which permit omission
of the schedules.

Hammond and Slayton consented to findings, without admitting or denying the allega-~
tions against them, of wilful violations and aiding and abetting of violations of the
antifraud provisions of the securities laws in connection with transactions with
institutional customers involving U.S. Government issued and guaranteed securities.

The Order for Public Proceedings in this administrative proceeding was issued on
December 12, 1980. Simultaneously therewith, the Commission accepted offers of settle-
ment from 15 other respondents.
