ORDER APPOINTING RECEIVER FOR UNIVERSAL FINANCIAL, OTHERS 
AND STAYING LEGAL ACTIONS 

The Los Angeles Regional Office announced that on March 24 the Honorable Mariana 
Pfae1zer entered an order appointing Wal~~r M. SharP as the Receiver for Univer
sal Financial, Western Sierra Financial COrporation ana California Equities Home 
Loan.
