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At the end of 1980, total assets of prdvate:noninsured pension funds were

$256.9 billion at book value and $297.2 billion at market value. These figures
represent increases of $33.4 billion and $72.0 billion, respectively, over totals
for the end of 1979. Details on these results will be published in the May issue
of the SEC Monthly Statistical Review.
