The Commission announced that it has accepted the Offers of Settlement submitted 
by Robert A. Wolk and R.A. Wolk & Co., of New York City, New York, in which Wolk 
and Wolk & Co. neither admitted nor denied the allegations contained in the Order 
for Proceedings and in which they consented to findings of violations and sanc
tions as set forth below. 

Pursuant to their Offers of Settlement, Wolk has been barred from association 
with any broker, dealer, investment company, or investment adviser and Wolk & 
Co.'s registration revoked as a broker-dealer. 

The sanctions were based upon findings that Wolk and Wolk & Co. had wilfully
violated and wilfully aided and abetted violations of Section l7(a) of the Securi
ties Act of 1933 and Sections 10 (b), 15 (c) (l), and 17 (a) of the Securities Exchange
Act of 1934 and Rules 10b-5, l5cl-2, and l7a-3 thereunder, and that Wolk and 
Wolk & Co. were permanently enjoined from further violations of Section 17(a) of 
the Securities Act and Sections lOeb) and l7(a) of the Exchange Act by the 
U.s. District Court for the Southern District of New York [SEC v. Technical 
Resources, Inc., et al., 76 Civ. 1111 (CBM)]. (ReI. 34-17836)
