RULES AND RELATED MATTERS 

ADOPTION OF REVISIONS TO FORM N-lQ 

The Commission has announced the adoption of three reV1S10ns to Form N-lQ, which is 
used by most management investment companies to report the occurrence during the 
preceding calendar quarter of any of 12 specified events. The Comission is eliminat
ing the form requirement that companies filing the form report changes in their 
securities portfolios. Additionally, the Commission is excepting from the form's 
requirement that reporting companies furnish information concerning matters sub
mitted to security holders for approval certain routine actions relating to invest
ment advisory contracts. Finally, the Commission is revising the form to require
that it be filed on a fiscal quarter rather than a calendar quarter basis. 

In connection with its proposal to revise Form N-lQ, the Commission had proposed
to require portfolio transaction reporting by management investment companies on 
an annual basis. The Commission is withdrawing its proposal for annual transaction 
reporting.
