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ADMINISTRAnVE PROCEEDINGS 

RE-ENTRY APPLICATION OF SIDNEY I. SHUPACK DENIED 

The Commission denied the application of Sidney I. Shupack, of Tulsa, Oklahoma, to 
become associated as an investment adviser with First State Financial, Inc. (FSF), a 
firm of which Shupack is president and principal shareholder. Shupack's ap~lication was necessary because, in 1979, following offers of settlement, the Commiss1on revoked 
FSF's investment adviser registration and barred Shupack from association with any
investment adviser. Subsequently, the Commission permitted FSF to become registered
again as an investment adviser on a contingent basis, subject to Commission approval
of Shupack's re-entry application. 

In denying Shupack's application, the Commission cited the misconduct that led to his 
1979 bar which involved -a serious, extensive, and protracted course of deliberate 
self-dealing at the expense of [a mutual fund] and its shareholders;" five subsequent
NASD disciplinary actions against Shupack and his firm in its capacity as a broker-
dealer; a false statement respecting one of those actions in Shupack's original re
entry application; and the fact that no effective ~upervision would be exercised over 
Shupack in his proposed advisory activities. The Commission concluded that Shupack
had not made a satisfactory showing that his proposed association would be consistent 
with the public interest. (Rel. IA-1061)

RKR u.s. GOVERNMENT FUND, INC.
