~ROCEEDINGS INSTITUTED AGAINST MARTIN SAPOSNICK 

The Commission instituted public administrative proceedings under the Securities 
Exchange Act of 1934 against Martin Saposnick, for.er president, chairman, a registered
representative, and registered principal of Marsan Securities Co., Inc., whose broker-
dealer registration was revoked by default on Pebruary 25, 1985. 

The Order Instituting Proceedings alleges that Marsan was the co-underwriter of an 
.initial $2 million public offering by North Atlantic Airlines, Inc. during 1983; that 

Saposnick actively participated in the public offering; and tbat tbe prospectus used 
during the offering contained material misrepresentations and omissions, in violation 
of the antifraud provisions of the securities laws.
