WILLIAM RODMAN INDICTED

The New York Regional Office and Rudolph W. Giuliani, U.S. Attorney for the Southern
District of New York, announced that on April 8 William Rodman was indicted by a
federal grand jury on charges of manipulating three over-the-counter stocks. The
three-count indictment charges Rodman with conspiracy, securities and wire fraud.

According to the indictment, Rodman conspired to artificially manipulate the prices
of Memory Metals, Inc., Memory Protection Devices, Inc., and Intravision, Inc. to
artificially high levels and then sell for a profit at the inflated prices. 1t is
alleged that Rodman and his co-conspirators, in order to create the illusion of
widespread ownership and interest in the stocks, effected purchases and sales through
more than 100 accounts at at least 35 broker-dealers. Among the manipulative devices
used in effecting these transactions were wash sales, matched orders, and undisclosed
nominee accounts.

If convicted, Rodman faces maximum penalties of 15 years imprisonment and a $750,000
fine. (U.S. v. William Rodman, et al., 87 Cr. 292 USDC SDNY). (LR-11416)
