JOHNS~MANVILLE CORP.

The Commission filed a brief addressing issues raised in an appeal by Johns-Manville
Corp.'s common stockholders pending in the district court from the bankruptcy court's
order confirming the debtor's plan or reorganization. The Commission first reiterated
its view, urged in a case presently pending before the court of appeals, that the
lower court erred in refusing to appoint an official committee to represent common
stockholders. The brief went on to point to the factors the district court should
consider in evaluating whether this refusal affected the fairness of the confirmation
hearing so as to require reversal of the order confirming the plan of reorganization.
The Commission expressed no view, however, on the ultimate issue of whether the order
of confirmation should be reversed. (Rel. CR-364)

CIVIL PROCEEDINGS

FINAL JUDGMENTS OF PERMANENT INJUNCTION ENTERED
"AGAINST WILLIAM H. MELHORN AND EUGENE BURNELL GARRETT

The Atlanta Regional and Miami Branch Offices announced that on April 10 U.S. District
Judge William M. Hoeveler, Southern District of Florida, entered Final Judgments of

Permanent Injunction against William H, Melhorn, of Fort Myers, Florida, and Eugene
Burnell Garrett, of Naples, Florida. Melhorn and Garrett were the chief executive
officer and a manager, respectively, of Charles Phillip Elliott, doing business as
Elliott Enterprises, an unincorporated business with offices in Fort Myers and Naples.
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The Final Judgments enjoin defendants from violating the antifraud and registration
provisions of the Securities Act of 1933 and the antifraud and broker registration
provisions of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, and require that each file an
accounting of proceeds obtained and disgorge an amount to be subsequently determined.
Both consented to the Final Judgments without admitting or denying the allegations in
the Commission's complaint.

The March 31 complaint alleges that defendants sold unregistered securities, operated
an unregistered broker-dealer, and obtained funds from investors by misrepresenting
and omitting material facts, including, among other things, failing to disclose to
investors that collateral purportedly pledged to protect investments was being rehy-
po thecated. The complaint further alleges that defendants obtained at least $50
million from at least 1,000 investors under the scheme. (SEC v. Charles Phillip
Elliott, et al., Civil Action No. 87-12012~CIV-HOEVELER, SDFL). (LR-11418)

NORTHBSTAR MINERALS, INC. ENJOINED

The Commission announced that on April 29 the U.S. District Court for the District of
Columbia entered a Final Judgment of Permanent Injunction against Northstar Minerals,
Inc. of Houston, Texas. The Judgment restrains and enjoins Northstar from failing to
file timely periodic reports and Notifications of Late Filing.

In its March 12 complaint, the Commission alleged that Northstar, as part of a contin-
uing course of violative conduct extending over several years, failed to file or filed
late its Annual Report on Form 10-K for its fiscal year ended June 30, 1986, its Quar-
terly Reports on Form 10-Q for its fiscal quarters ended September 30 and December 31,
1986, and six Notifications of Late Filing. Northstar, consenting to the Court's
Judgment, admitted that it failed to file or filed late one Annual Report, six Quar-
terly Reports, and six Notifications of Late Filing. (SEC v. Northstar Minerals,

Inc., USDC DC, Civil Action No. 87-687). (LR-11419)

LESLIE H. ROBERTS AND JEFFREY L. ROBERTS SENTENCED

The Atlanta Regional and Miami Branch Offices announced that on March 30 Leslie Howard
Roberts (L. Roberts) was sentenced to 15 years in prison, the maximum possible sen--
tence, based on his earlier plea of guilty to conspiracy and two counts of mail fraud.
His brother, Jeffrey Lee Roberts (J. Roberts), was sentenced to three years in prison
based on his earlier plea of guilty to one count of mail fraud. L. Roberts, formerly
an account executive employed consecutively by two registered broker-dealers, and J.
Roberts, L. Roberts' assistant, were charged in a 20-count indictment with conspiracy
to defraud their employers and a customer by engaging in and concealing unauthorized
transactions in the customers' accounts. The fraudulent conduct began in approxi-
mately June 1984 and continued until mid-~February 1986. The Roberts attempted to
conceal the fraud by diverting the customer's real confirmations and monthly state-
ments away from his correct address and mailing false confirmations and monthly
statements to the customer on forms designed to resmeble those used by their employers,
which were prepared without the knowledge or approval of those broker-dealers. (U.S.
v. Leslie Howard Roberts and Jeffrey Lee Roberts, Indictment No. 86-8046-CR-PAINE-SS,
USDC SDFL).
