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CIVIL PROCEEDINGS 

ROBERT J. WEEDER ENJOINED 

The Atlanta Regional and Miami Branch Offices announced that on September 1 u.S. 
District Judge Jose A. Gonzalez, Jr., Southern District of Florida, entered a Final 
Judgment of Permanent Injunction against Robert J. Weeder of Lafayette, Indiana. 
Weeder was the former Treasurer and Chief Financial Officer of Home State Savings
Bank, an Ohio savings institution, which closed on March 9, 1985 after sustaining
more than $143.9 million in losses resulting from the March 4, 1985 collapse of E.S.M. 
Government Securities, Inc. Weeder consented to the Final Judgment, without admitting
or denying the allegations in the commission's Complaint. 

The Final Judgment permanently enjoined Weeder from violating the antifraud and 
reporting provisions of the securities laws, by misrepresenting and omitting to state 
material facts concerning: (1) an issuer's financial condition and results of opera
tions, including all material risks and contingencies; (2) transactions between an 
issuer and its officers, directors, principal shareholders, and related parties; (3)
material transactions between an issuer's principal suppliers of goods and services 
and its officers, directors, and principal shareholders; (4) agreements with or direc
tives issued by federal or state regulators affecting an issuer's business; and (5)
the risks of an investment in securities. (SEC v. Marvin L. Warner, et al., Civil 
Action No. 86-6742-CIV-GONZALEZ, SDFL). (LR-11554) 

COMPLAINT NAMES MORGAN PETROLEUM, INC., OTHERS 

The San Francisco Branch Office filed a civil complaint on September 22 in the U.S. 
District Court for Northern California seeking orders of permanent injunction against 
Morgan Petroleum, Inc., Morgan Resources, Inc., Morgan Securities, Inc., Daniel M. 
Daley, Clifford M. Reiter, Garry E. Ste10w, Joseph J. Tennant, and John F. Toale for 
violation of the antifraud and other provisions of the securities laws. The complaint
alleges that the violations were committed in connection with the offer and sale of 
interests in limited partnerships, and the operation of such partnerships which wre 
formed to acquire income-producing oil and gas properties. 

The complaint charges the defendants with: misappropriating and otherwise misusing
partnership funds; failing to file required reports; supplying false andmisleading
information to the public, regulatory bodies, and to accountants conducting audits: 
and failing to satisfy numerous broker-dealer financial responsibility and reporting
obligations. (SEC v. Morgan Petroleum, Inc., et a1., NDCA, Civil Action No. 87-20628,
WAI). (LR-11555)
