with a third defendant, Ira Michael Patton of Sumner, Illinois, had engaged in insider 
trading and had issued a false and misleading press release concerning Motor Fuels 
Corporation, a pink sheet quoted Salt Lake City area company, in violation of the anti
fraud provisions of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934. Without admitting or denying
the allegations, defendants each agreed to disgorge $21,000 in profits and to pay a 
penalty of $41,50Q, for a total joint payment of $125,000. The Complaint also sought
the appointment of a Special Agent to oversee the distribution of the disgorged pro
fits to injured shareholders, and to remit the penalty payment to the U.S. Treasury.
