The subject will be the Commission's proposed definition of insider 
trading and S.1380, the Insider Trading Proscriptions Act of 1987. The hearing
is scheduled to begin at 10:00 a.m. 

ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS 

ADRIAN ANTONIU BARRED 

The Commission barred Adrian Antoniu, of Minneapolis, from association with any broker 
or dealer. Antoniu worked in the corporate finance department of Morgan Stanley & 
Co., Inc. from 1972 until May 1975, and in the acquisitions department of Lehman 
Brothers Kuhn Loeb, Inc. from then until July 1978. 

Antoniu was convicted in November 1980, on the basis of his guilty plea, of trading
on the basis of inside information misappropriated by a confederate from Morgan Stan
ley. In concluding that the public interest required that Antoniu be barred, the 
Commission stated: "[Antoniu's misconduct] arose from a carefully conceived scheme 
that Antoniu devised, using accomplices that he recruited. He engineered a protracted
and complex operation to betray his employers' trust by misappropriating confidential 
information for personal gain." (Rel. 34-25169) 

INVESTMENT COMPANY ACT RELEASES 

PRUDENTIAL-BACHE CAPITAL PARTNERS I, L.P.
