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CIVIL PROCEEDINGS

T.M. HESH FINANCIAL GROUP ENJOINED BY DEFAULT

The Chicago Regional Office announced that on November 30 U.S. District Judge William
T. Hart, Northern District of Illinois, entered a Final Judgment and Order of Perma-
nent Injunction by Default against T.M. Hesh Financial Group. The company was subject
to a Temporary Restraining Order entered on September 4. The Order, among other
things, enjoins the company from further violations of the registration and antifraud
provisions of the securities laws. The Commission's Complaint alleged that T.M. Hesh,
in connection the offer and sale of unregistered securities, misstated and omitted to
state material facts concerning, among other things, the authority to effect securities
transactions, the risk of the investment, the use of investor funds, and the fabrica-
tion of account statements. (SEC v. Thomas C. Shiu, a/k/a Thomay Moy and T.M. Hesh
Financial Group, USDC NDIL, Civil Action No. 87 C 7738). (LR-11619)
