OSCAR AYALA TEMPORARILY RESTRAINED I 
The Atlanta Regional Office announced, on June 1, the filing of a complaint against 
Oscar Ayala of Marietta, Georgia, a former securities salesman with Robinson-Humphrey 
Company, Inc., a registered broker-dealer and wholly owned subsidiary of Shearson 
Lehman Hutton, Inc., allegingviolations of the antifraud provisions of the Securities 
Exchange Act. 

The complaint alleges that Ayala, who was censured and fined $1000 in 1987 by the 
National Association of Securities dealers, Inc. for effecting transactions in 
securities for customers without their authorization, perpetrated a scheme to defraud 
approximately eighteen or more professional football players who maintained financial 
management accounts at Robinson-Humphrey during the period of 1988 to the present. 
The complaint alleges that Ayala, instead of purchasing securities for his clients, 
misappropriated at least $1 million of funds earmarked for such purchase and converted 
the funds to his personal use. U.S. District Court Judge G. Ernest Tidwell issued 
a temporary restraining order freezing all of Ayala's bank and securities brokerage 
accounts and prohibiting the destruction of any records relating to these 
transactions. [SEC v. Oscar Ayala, Civil Action No. 1:90-CV-1183-GET, USDC, ND GA.]
