A complaint was 
also filed in the U.S. District Court for the Southern District of Indiana against
Circle and some of its other officers and directors.

ACTION AGAINST ARKANSAS COMPANY AND PRINCIPALS 

The Fort Worth Regional Office announced that, on July 18, a complaint seeking a 
Temporary Restraining Order and Other Equitable Relief was filed against Union 
National Mortgage Co. (UNHC) , Mark Brandon Hopkins (Hopkins), and Timothy Bryan
Gibbons (Gibbons), all of Little Rock, Arkansas, in the U.S. District Court, Eastern 
Division of Arkansas, in Little Rock, Arkansas. 

The complaint charges that defendants UNHC, Hopkins, and Gibbons conducted a Nfree
ridingN scheme, in which they persuaded at least six regional broker-dealers to open 
accounts for UNKC and to purchase or sell mUlions of dollars of government securities 
for UNKC.
