The, Complaint also

alleges that Far West Electric Energy .Fund , L.P. ~ in selling "blind pool" limited

partnership interests, violated Section 5(b) of the Securities Act by failing to

update financial informati,on; and' inform ~nvestors of changes in its financial

~ondition ~nd ;results of operations ~ponenterine; into agree~ents to I>u):'chasethree

hydroelectric plants. Such sales also violated Section 11(a)(2) and (3) because the

Fund failed to update the registration statement and prospectus to identify the plants

and violated its undertaking to cease offers and sales in such circumstapces.

Finally, the Complaint alleges that sales were made by means of a registration

statement in which the acquisition criteria had been materially changed. [SEC v.

The complaint
alleges that the defendants violated the antifraud provisions of the federal 
securities laws in connection with the purchase of securities of DeLaurentHs 
Entertainment Group (DEG), a Delaware filmmaking and entertainment corporation
headquartered in Beverly Hills. California. during the month of June. 1988. The 
defendants purchased the securities in the name of their c~rporation, !xcoaOil and 
Gas, Inc., a Colorado corporation. formerly doing business in Bellevue. Vashington.
The complaint further alleges that the defendants ordered DEG common stock without 
having the ability and intent to pay for the stock unless the price rose above the 
order price so that they could sell the stock and use the proceeds from the sale to 
pay for the original purchase, thereafter pocketing the difference, a practice
co.aonly called "free riding."[SEC V. Anthony Serivola et al. (V.D. Va., Civil
