CIVIL PROCEEDINGS

MUTUAL FUND SUED

On August 8, the Fort Worth Regional Office announced the filing of a civil action
against. Carl L. Lazzell (Lazzell), David H. Ward (Ward), and Edward J. Carter
(Carter). Lazzell is a resident of San Antonio, Texas, and both Ward and Carter are
Canadian residents. The action seeks injunctive relief against the defendants to
prevent further vioclations of the antifraud prov151ons of the federal securities laws
and disgorgement.

The Commission's Complaint alleges that the defendants systematically looted a mutual
fund, the Prospector Fund, a series of the United Services Funds, by causing
Prospector to repeatedly deviate from its investment policies by purchasing
approximately $20 million of over-valued securities secretly controlled by the twe
Canadians. Prospector suffered approximately $15 million in trading losses before
the looting was discovered. Lazzell, the former portfolio manager of Prospector,
received in excess of $1 million in secret "kickbacks” from Ward and Carter for his
efforts.
