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CIVILPROCBBDINGS 

INJUNCTIVE ACTION AGAINST SAUL BLUESTONE AND OTHERS 

On August 22. the Commission filed an injunctive action in the U.S. District Court 
for the Eastern District of Michigan, against Saul Bluestone, Joseph Bartnick, Albert 
Lopatin, Sheldon Miller and Norman Rosen, partners in a Detroit, Michigan law firm,
alleging that they violated the antifraud provisions of the federal securities laws. 
Simultaneous with the filing, Bluestone, Bartnick and Rosen have, without admitting
or denying the allegations, (1) consented to the entry of Final Judgments enjoining 
them from future violations of Section 10(b) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 
and Rule 10b-5 thereunder and Section 17(a) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1933;
(2) agreed to disgorge their losses avoided as a result of their illegal trading; and 
(3) agreed to pay civil penalties under the Insider Trading Sanctions Act of 1984. 

The Complaint further alleges that Bluestone, a Director of Zenith Laboratories Inc. 
(Zenith), learned material nonpublic information that Zenith's bankruptcy was imminent 
and that on May 2, 1988. while in possession of such information, Bluestone sold 
Zenith common stock and tipped his law partners Bartnick. Lopatin, Miller and Rosen. 
who thereafter. also sold Zenith common stock. The Complaint alleges that defendants 
sold a total of 109,168 shares of Zenith at approximately $2 per share and by doing 
so collectively avoided losses of $86,898.24 when, on May 4, 1988, after Zenith 
announced that it was filing for bankruptcy, Zenith's stock price closed at $1 1/8
per share. The Commission's investigation was commenced following a referral from 
the New York Stock Exchange. [SEC v. Saul Bluestone, Joseph Bartnick, Albert Lopatin,
Sheldon Miller and Norman Rosen, U.S. District Court for the Eastern District of 
Michigan. Southern Division, Civil Action No. 90 CV 72525 DT) (LR-12589) 

DOUGLAS STOWELL ENJOINED 

The Chicago Regional Office announced that, on August 21, Judge William T. Hart of 
the U.S. District Court for the Northern District of Illinois, Eastern Division,
entered a Final Judgment of Permanent Injunction and Other Equitable Relief Against
Douglas Stowell (Stowell), enjoining him from future violations of the antifraud and 
brokerage books and records provisions of the federal securities laws. 



The Complaint alleged that Stowell, while employed as a registered representative with 
a registered broker-dealer, participated with others in a scheme to defraud which 
involved, in part, manipulation of the common stock for a certain blind pool issuer 
in the United States and abroad. As part of this manipulation scheme, Stowell opened 
nominee accounts, falsified brokerage records to hide true beneficial ownership, and 
transferred stock units in the nominees' names to participants in the scheme for 
distribution to the investing public. [SEC v. Douglas Stowell, (U.S.D.C., N.D. Ill., 
Civil File No. 90 C 4700), filed August 14, 1990] (LR-12590)
