JOEL COUNTY BARRED 

The Commission announced that on October 19 it instituted public administrative 
proceedings against Joel M. County (County), a former assistant manager of a branch 
office of Power Securities Corporation (Power), formerly headquartered in Las Vegas, 
Nevada, pursuant to Section lS(b)(6) of the Securities Exchange Act. In its Order 



Instituting Proceedings, the C.ommission found that County, without admitting or 
denying the allegations of the Commission's complaint, had been enjoined by the U.S. 
District Court for the District of Colorado. from future violations of Section 17(a)
of the Securities Act of 1933, Section ~O(~);of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 
and Rule 10b-5 thereunder. [See SEC v . joel M. County, Civ. 90-1719, October 2,
1990], Based upon an Offer of Settlement submitted by County and the entry of the 
above-referenced injunction, the Commission barred County from association with any
broker, dealer, investment company, inves~.nt adviser, municipal securities broker 
or dealer, or governmental securities broke~ Of, d~a1er. (Rel. 34-28555)

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CIVIL CONTEMPT ACTIONS BROUGHT AGAINST THOMAS POWERS, JEFFREY SADOWSKI 

The Chicago Regional office announced that, on October 23, it filed motions against
Thomas L. Powers and Jeffrey A. Sadowski for orders to show cause why each should not 
be adjudged in civil contempt. On March 16, 1988, Final Judgments of Permanent 
Injunction and Other Equitable Relief were entered against Powers and Sadowski, which 
included provisions for disgorgement. Powers was ordered to pay $48,847.86 in 
disgorgement over the course of four years, under a payment schedule. Sadowski was 
ordered to pay $46,672.65 in disgorgement on a four-year payment schedule. The 
Commission's motions allege that -each defendant has failed to make disgorgement
payments in accordance with the Court's Orders. These motions are scheduled for 
hearing on November 2, 1990. [SEC V. Powers & Sadowski, Inc., et al., N.D. Ill.,
Civil Action No. 87 C 3722, filed October 23, 1990] (LR-12679) 

COMPLAINT FILED AGAINST MICHAEL WEINSTEIN, OTHERS 

The Commission announced today the filing of a complaint in the U.S. District Court 
for the District of New Jersey seeking injunctive and other relief against, among
others, former officers and employees of Coated Sales, Inc. The complaint charges
Michael S. Weinstein, Chairman and CEO, Ernest Glantz, President, Richard Bober, Chief 
Operating Officer, Bruce Bloom, CFO, Denis Lustig, Treasurer, Jerry Bernstein,
Controller, Preston Davis, Assistant Treasurer, and Steven Zimbler, Credit Manager,
with violating the antifraud, registration, proxy and recordkeeping provisions of the 
federal securities laws. Robert Solomon, a former customer of Coated, is charged with 
aiding and abetting certain of these violations. 

According to the complaint, from 1985 through 1988, Weinstein and the other defendants 
engaged in a fraudulent scheme to inflate the sales and earnings of Coated through
the creation of phony invoices and accounts receivable records. The defendants' 
misconduct caused material overstatements of Coated's sales arid earnings in fiscal 
years 1986, 1987 and 1988. The complaint further alleges that certain defendants sold 
Coated stock while the fraud was ongoing and thereby obtained illegal profits. The 
Complaint seeks disgorgement of the illegal profits and penalties pursuant to the 
Insider Trading Sanctions Act. [SEC v. Michael S. Weinstein, Ernest Glantz, Richard 
Bober, Bruce Bloom, Denis Lustig, Jerry Bernstein, Preston Davis, Steven Zimbler and 
Robert Solomon, USDC D.NJ, Newark Div., Civil Action No. 90-4276 (AJL)] (LR-12684) 
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OSCAR GOMEZ CONVICTED 

The Atlanta Regional and Ki..i Branch Offices and the U.S. Attorney for the Southern 
District of Florida announced that, on September 17, 1990, Oscar Gomez (Gomez) was 
convicted of securities fraud under a plea agreement. 

On Septellber 4, 1990, an information was filed against Gomez charging him with 
violations of the antifraud provisions of the federal securities laws. The 
information alleges that Gomez, while a vice president of Government Securities 

'Corporation (GSC) , a broker-dealer that was located in Coral Gables, Florida, and 
formerly registered with the Co_ission, fraudulently induced 22 customers to purchase
over $1.3 million of securities through GSC. As a part of the fraud, Gomez made 
untrue statements, including but not limited to the following: that investors' funds 
would be used to purchase mortgage-backed securities when, in fact, such funds were 
not so utilized; that accounts would be opened for the investors when, in fact, such 
accounts were never opened; and that investors' funds would be used to purchase
government insured securities when, in fact, such investments were never made. Under 
the plea agreeaent, Gomez faces a maximum of five years' imprisonment. He is 
scheduled for sentencing on November 19, 1990. 

The information filed against Gomez is based on essentially the same facts that 
comprise the COllDlission's civil complaint filed against Gomez and Michael W. Rehtorik,
which is pending. (See SEC v. Gomez and Rehtorik, Case No. 88-0735-Civ-Hoeveler,
S.D.Fla.) [USA v. Oscar Gomez, Case No. 90-0627-CR-Davis, SO Fla.] (LR-12680) 

GERALD ROGERS SENTENCED 

The Seattle Regional Office announced that, on October 23, the Honorable Sherman G. 
Finesilver of the District of Colorado sentenced Gerald Leo Rogers to 25 years'
imprisonment for his perpetration of illicit securities and tax shelter schemes. 
Rogers was sentenced after a three-week trial alleging criminal violations of Section 
l7a of the Securities Act, 15 U.S.C. 77q(a), mail fraud and tax fraud statutes. The 
evidence at trial showed Rogers sold investments in International Monetary Exchange,
Inc. and General Kining S.A., both of which purported to own foreign gold mines. 
Investors were told they could legally obtain a tax write-off of four times the amount 
of their investment. In this case investors were bilked out of $72 million dollars 
and the amount of false tax deductions which were taken by victim- investors was 
approximately $350,000,000. (LR-1268l)

A notice has been issued giving interested. persons until November 29 to request a 
hearing on an application filed by PNC Fund, et al., for a conditional order under 
Section 6(c) of the Investment Company Act that would exempt applicants from the 
provisions of Sections l8(f) (1), l8(g) and 18(i). <Applicants seek relief to permit 
PNC Fund to issue two classes of securities representing interests in the same 
investment portfolio. each of which would be identical in all respects except for 
differences related to Rule l2b-l plan expenses, shareholder services plan expenses, 
transfer agency expenses and voting rights. (ReI. IC-178l9 - Oct. 24) 

NATIONWIDE LIFE INSURANCE COMPANY 

An order has been issued under Section 6(c) of the Investment Company Act exempting
Nationwide Investment Company. NACo Variable Account (NACoVA) and Nationwide Financial 
Services, Inc. froll Sections 26(a) (2)(C) and 27(c) (2) of the Act to the extent 
necessary to permit the deduction of mortality and expense risk charges from the 
assets of NACoVA under certain group variable annuity contracts. (ReI. IC-17820 -
Oct. 24.)
