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PERMANENT INJUNCTION ENTERED AGAINST ARTHUR CURRY

The Chicago Regional Office of the Commission announced that on October 25 Judge John
F. Grady of the U.S. District Court for the Northern District of Illinois entered an
Order of Permanent Injunction and Disgorgement by Default (Order) against Arthur J.
Curry (Curry). The Order permanently enjoins Curry from future violations of, and
aiding and abetting violations of, certain of the antifraud provisions of the federal
securities laws. The Order requires Curry to disgorge $1,028,700.43 to the Registry
of the Court.

The Commission filed a complaint against Curry on August 15, 1990 alleging that Curry
made misrepresentations and omissions of material facts to investors in connection
with the offer and sale of securities in Traverse City Limited Partnership (TCLP).
[SEC v. Arthur Jackson Curry, N.D. Il11., E.D., Civil Action File No. 90 C 4731, Filed
August 15, 1990]) (LR-12689)

EDWIN WOOD II SENTENCED

The U.S. Attorney for the Northern District of Indiana, South Bend Division, and the
Chicago Regional Office announced that on October 15 Edwin David Wood II (Wood) was
sentenced to a term of four years imprisonment for mail fraud and nine years
imprisonment for transporting stolen securities to which he had previously pled
guilty. Wood remains incarcerated based on his December 1989 convictions in a related
criminal matter, U.S. v. Edwin David Wood II (W.D. Mich., S.D., Criminal Action Nos.
G89-148 CR; G89-100 CR) where Wood was sentenced to eighteen months for wire fraud
and sixty months for counterfeiting. The four year mail fraud sentence imposed on
October 15 will be served concurrently with Wood's present sentence; the nine year
term will be served consecutively with the present sentence.



On February 16, 1989, the Commission obtained orders of permanent injunction against
Wood, Universal Leasing Co., Inc. (ULC), Universal Financial Services, Inc. (UFS) and
The Franklin Group International, Inc. (Franklin). The complaint in that case alleged
many of the same activities for which Wood was later convicted, and charged Wood,
ULC, UFS and Franklin with violating certain of the registration and antifraud
provisions of the federal securities laws. ([U.S. v. Edwin David Wood II, N.D. Ind.
South Bend Div., Criminal Aht&on Eo. SGR 90-09] (LR-12690)

RUSSELL POOLE SENTENCED

The Commission and the U.S. Attorney in Charleston, West Virginia announced that on
October 22 Russell Ti.’Poole 'of PHéenix, Arizona was sentenced to three years
imprisonment with all:bup.six: mo,nt‘hsWip_mded Poole is to serve the sentence in
a work-release program at a community treatment center in Phoenix, Arizona.
Additionally, four years probation was imposed on Poole.

Poole previously pleaded guilty to conspiring with two other defendants to violate
federal securities law and federal income tax law in connection with their alleged
diversion of investor monies from Vista 0il and Gas Corporation. [U.S. v. Tom W.
Smith, et al., USDC, S.D. West Virginia, Criminal No. A90-0065] (LR-12691)

MICHAEL GRUENBERG AND EUGENE GRUENBERG CONVICTED

The U.S. Attorney for the District of Minnesota and the Chicago Regional Office
announced that on October 31 a Federal District Court jury in Minneapolis, Minnesota
found Michael L. Gruenberg guilty of 11 counts and Eugene I. Gruenberg guilty of 9
counts of criminal violations of the antifraud and reporting provisions of the federal
securities laws in connection with their activities at Endotronics, Inc., a Minnesota
corporation which manufactures cell culture instruments. The Gruenbergs were also
convicted of numerous counts of wire and mail fraud.

The Gruenbergs, who are former officers and directors of Endotronics, were indicted
by a grand jury on July 26, 1989. The indictment alleged that from 1985 to 1987 the
Gruenbergs engaged in a scheme to inflate Endotronics’ instrument sales in order to .
artificially increase the market price of its stock. The indictment also charged the
Gruenbergs, Endotronics and Robert A. Howe with multiple counts of wire and mail
fraud. Endotronics and Howe pled guilty to some of the charges prior to trial.
Previously, Endotronics consented, without admitting or denying the allegations of
the complaint, to the entry of a permanent injunction against violations of the
antifraud, reporting and accounting provisions in an action filed by the Commission
in May 1988 (See LR-17729, 5/9/89). [U.S. v. Michael L. Gruenberg, et al., USDC, D.
Minn., CR 4-89-108] (LR-12692)
