Based on the offer which neither admits nor denies the allegations of the Order for

Proceedings the Commission entered an order finding that Pollak wilfully violated

the registration provisions of the Securities Act of 1933 and certain reporting
recordkeeping and examination provisions of the Investment Advisers Act of 1940 The

order also includes finding that Pollak after entering plea of guilty was con
