Feeley from association with any broker dealer investment company or investment

adviser for period of thirty days and thereafter barred Feeley from association

with any broker dealer investment company or investment adviser in any capacity

involving the responsibility for compliance with financial and recordkeeping

requirements of the securities laws provided that after two years Feeley may apply

to become associated in that capacity

The Commission suspended the broker-dealer registration of WSP for period of sixty

days and ordered it to comply with the undertakings contained in its Offer of

Settlement that WSP will submit to the Commissions staff on or before the

expiration of the sixty day suspension period plan to implement and maintain

procedures to insure future compliance with all rules and regulations applicable
to the operations of brokerdealer and particularly the above Exchange Act

provisions which WSP was found to have violated and will withdraw its broker-

dealer registration with the Commission in the event such plan is not presented to

the Commissions staff on or before the expiration of the sixty day suspension

period

wSP and Feeley consented to the above findings and order without admitting or deny
ing the allegations in the Order for Proceedings Rel 3416108
