action on the part of the Commission or its staff pursuant to delegated authority.
The Commission is also requesting comments on a series of general proposals which,
if adopted, would make the Form S-16 type of disclosure available to issuers with
employee stock plans, either by incorporating Form S-16 disclosure and updating
features into Form S-8, or by adopting a new form.

of Long Beach, California. The Commission's complaint alleges violations of the
reporting provisions of the securities laws and seeks a Judgment of Permanent Injunc-
tion and Other Relief. The complaint alleges that Future Communities had failed to
file its Annual Report on Form 10-K for its fiscal year ended June 30, 1979, required
to have been filed with the Commission by September 28, 1979, and its Quarterly Report
on Form 10-Q for its fiscal quarter ended September 30, 1979, required to have been
filed by November 14, 1979. Further, the complaint charged that Future Communities,
as part of a continuing course of violative conduct extending over several years,

has failed to timely file certain of its.annual and quarterly reports with the Com-
mission. The complaint requests that the court order Future Communities to file
forthwith with the Commission its Annual Report on Form 10-K for its fiscal year
ended June 30, 1979, and its Quarterly Report on Form 10-Q for its fiscal quarter
ended September 30, 1979. Further, the Commission requested that the court enjoin
Future Communities from further violations of the reporting provisions of the
securities laws.
