CYPRESSTREE ASSET MANAGEMENT CORPORATION, INC. AND NORTH AMERICAN FUNDS

Michigan Power Company (Indiana), Kentucky Power Company (Kentucky),
Ohio Power Company (Ohio), AEP Generating Company (Generating),
Kingsport Power Company (Kingsport), and Wheeling Power Company
(Wheeling). AEP, Appalachian, Columbus, Indiana, Kentucky and Ohio 
have been authorized to incur short-term debt through the issuance 
and sale of short -term notes to banks and commercial paper to 
dealers.
