ENFORCEMENT PROCEEDINGS 

COMPLAINT ALLEGING FINANCIAL REPORTING FRAUD AND INSIDER TRADING FILED 
AGAINST FORMER MEDIA VISION CHIEF EXECUTIVE OFFICER, CHIEF FINANCIAL 
OFFICER, CONTROLLER AND DIRECTOR OF MANUFACTURING 

The Commission today announced the filing of a civil action in the 
United States District Court for the Northern District of California 
against Paul C. Jain, former President, Chief Executive Officer and 
Director of Media Vision Technology, Inc. of Fremont, California;
Steven J. Allan, former Vice President, Finance and Administration, 
and Chief Financial Officer; Robert S. Williams, former Controller;
and Wayne Nakamura, former Director of Manufacturing for their 
involvement in the fraudulent reporting of Media Vision's 1993 
financial results. The Commission also alleged that Jain, Allan and 
Nakamura engaged in insider trading. 

The complaint seeks a permanent injunction, disgorgement of ill 
gotten gains, and civil penalties against all Defendants. It also 
seeks an order barring Jain and Allan from serving as officers or 
directors of a public company. [SEC v. Paul C. Jain, Steven J.
