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I ENFORCEMENT PROCEEDINGS 

I THOMAS O'CONNELL SETTLES PREVIOUSLY INSTITUTED ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS 

The Commission has accepted a settlement from Thomas B. OIConnell, 

a former investment adviser, concerning previously instituted 

administrative proceedings involving violations of the federal 

securities laws and misappropriation of funds. 


In the settlement offer, OIConnell agreed to the issuance of an 

Order by the Commission Making Findings, Imposing Remedial 

Sanctions, and Imposing a Cease and Desist Order. The Commission 

finds, and OIConnell admits, that: (a) OIConnell misappropriated 

approximately $11 million in proceeds from sales of unregistered 

limited partnership interests to investors, and (b) between 1989 

through 1995, OIConnell falsely told investors in the limited 

partnerships that the partnerships were earning substantial returns 

when, in fact, the partnerships were losing money. OIConnell 

pleaded guilty to criminal charges relating to the scheme and was 

subsequently sentenced to 52 months in prison and ordered to pay $11 

million in restitution. He is currently serving his sentence. The 

Order permanently bars OIConnell from association with any broker, 

dealer, investment company, investment adviser, or municipal 

securities dealer and directs him to cease and desist from violating 

relevant provisions of the securities laws. (Rels. 33-7592; 34-
