LIBRARY 

ARTHUR ANDERSEN & CO. CENSURED 

The SEC announced today that it had accepted an offer of Arthur Andersen & Co. to 
consent to an order censuring it and to the publication of Findings and an Opinion
by the Commission. In proceedings brought pursuant to Rule 2(e) of the Commission's 
Rules of Practice, respondent Arthur Andersen was charged with failure to disclose 
fully the facts relating to a settlement negotiated between Whittaker Corporation
and Arthur Andersen, Whittaker's auditor, which arose out of an audit performed by 
Arthur Andersen on the inventory of a Whittaker subsidiary.' In its opinion, the 
Commission found that incomplete disclosure had occured concerning the settlement. 
ArthUr Andersen consented to the order without admitting or denying the allega
tions, findings or conclusions of the Commission. (Re!. 33-5512) 

COMMISSION ANNOUNCEMENTS 

CAMPEAU CORPORATION 

An order has been issued granting the application of Campeau Corporation, a Canadian 
corporation, under Section 12(h) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 for an 
exemption from the provisions of Sections 12(g), 13, 14, 15(d) and 16 of the Exchange
Act. The exemption is subject to conditions and will remain ..in effect so long as:

burden of compliance with the accounting principles and practices of two countries: 
and a trading market in the United States for the securities of Campeau does not 
exist and that development of such a market is unlikely. (ReI. 34-10907)
