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DECISIONS IN ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS 

MUTUAL FUNDS ASSOCIATES, INC. 
SANCTIONED 

The Commission has suspended the broker-dealer registration of Mutual Funds Associates,
Inc., of Phi1adephia, for 40 calendar days beginning November 4, 1974. However, the 
Commission's order expressly provides that the firm will not be precluded from engaging
in activities involving either mutual funds or unsolicited orders from present customers. 
And, of course, nothing in the Commission's order will affect the firm's freedom to 
engage in activities for which no broker-dealer registration is needed. 

The Commission's order notes that the firm has undertaken not to enter into any under
writing for a period of six calendar months after the end of the suspension, and not to 
enter into any underwriting thereafter until its plans and procedures with respect to 
any such underwriting have been accepted by the Commission's staff. 

The sanctions were based on findings that during the period from February 1971 to Novem
ber 1972, the firm made material misrepresentations in the offer and sale of common 
stock of Lomma International, Inc. The misrepresentations related to the company's
businesses and assets, the market for its products, the dividends it would pay, the 
future trading market for its stock, the stock's listing on the American Stock Exchange,
prospective increases in its price, and the speculative nature of an investment in Lomma. 

The Commission's action was based on an offer of settlement in which the firm consented 
to the indicated findings and sanction without admitting or denying the charges. In 
connection with its offer, the firm represented that it specialized in mutual funds. It 
also claimed to have relied in good faith on Lomma's statements to it, to have cooper
ated with the Commission's staff, and to have employed counsel to advise it with respect
to appropriate guidelines and standards. (Rel. 34-11063) 

COURT ENFORCEMENT ACTIONS 

JOHN E. WORTHEN SENTENCED 

The Denver Regional Office announced that on October 15 Chief Judge Willis W. Ritter of 
the Federal Court in Salt Lake City sentenced John E. Worthen of Salt Lake City to ten 
years in federal prison after Worthen pleaded guilty to one count of interstate trans
portation of stolen securities of Beaver Mesa Uranium. TWo other charges against
Worthen were dismissed following a plea bargaining agreement with the United States 
Attorney. (U.S. v. John Earl Worthen, D. Utah, Central Division, Crim. No. CR-74-27).
