COURT ENFORCEMENT ACTIONS

COMPLAINT NAMES WESTERN PACIFIC GOLD AND
SILVER EXCHANGE CORPORATION, OTHERS

The Denver Regional and the Los Angeles Regional Offices announced that on November 29
a complaint was filed in the U.S. District Court in Las Vegas, Nevada, alleging that
Western Pacific Gold and Silver Exchange Corporation, also known as Western Pacific
Coin and Silver Exchange Corporation, a Delaware corporation with its principal place
of business in Las Vegas, Nevada, Sun-Star Foundation, Las Vegas, Nevada, James Ray
Houston, also known as Sun Ray Star, Las Vegas, Nevada, Stanton L. Anondson, Las Vegas,
Nevada, and Robert C. Evans violated certain provisions of the securities laws. The
complaint seeks a temporary restraining order, preliminary injunction and final judgment
against those parties prohibiting them from violating the registration and antifraud
provisions of the securities laws.

The complaint alleges, among other things, that the defendants have been and now are
offering for sale and selling certain securities issued by Western Pacific Gold and

Silver Exchange Corporation and Western Pacific Coin and Silver Exchange Corporation and
the defendants, namely investment contracts, certificates of interest or participation
in profit sharing agreements, evidences of indebtedness and interests and instruments

commonly known as a security in the form of investment interests in gold coin and sil-
ver represented by gold coin and silver sales agreements.

The complaint further alleges that the defendants omitted to state, among other things,
and the facts were that: (1) Western Pacific Gold and Silver Exchange Corporation and
Western Pacific Coin and Silver Exchange Corporaticn investment agreements are written
without acquiring corresponding gold coins and silver, or silver futures contracts for
€ach contract sold to investors; (2) Western Pacific Gold and Silver Exchange Corpor-
ation and Western Pacific Coin and Silver Exchange Corporation pay investors by raising
funds from other investors; (3) Western Pacific Gold and Silver Exchange Corporation
and Western Pacific Coin and Silver Exchange Corporation could not and cannot fulfill
their guarantees to repurchase gold coins and silver from investors; and (4) Western
Pacific Gold and Silver Exchange Corporation is insolvent. (SEC v. Western Pacific
Gold and Silver Exchange Corp., et al., U.S.D.C. Nevada). (LR-6616)

FOUR SENTENCED IN OREGON

The Seattle Regional Office announced that Fletcher D. Fisher of Clayton, Idaho, Loren
W. Schlafke of MacKay, Idaho, Deryl R. Christiansen of Salem, Oregon and Ronald F.
Johnston of Sheridan, Oregon were sentenced on November 25 by the U.S. District Court
at Portland, Oregon. Each had entered a plea of guilty to one count of selling unre-
gistered securities in violation of the securities laws. The remaining counts of a



16 count indictment, that in addition had charged fraud in the sale of securities, mail
fraud and conspiracy, were dismissed at the time of sentencing. The charges arose out
of the sale of Clayton Silver Star Mines, Inc., common stock and the securities of two
other corporations. Fisher received a sentence of two years confinement and a $5,000
fine. Schlafke and Christiansen each received a fine of $2,500, are to serve six monthg
in jail, and be on probation feor 2-1/2 years. Johnston received three years probation
?Eg 26%%5500 fine. (U.S. v. Fletcher D. Fisher, et al., U.S.D.C. Oregon, CR-73-262).

GEORGE LEE CONWAY ENJOINED

The Fort Worth Regional Office announced that on November 20 an order of permanent
injunction by consent was entered in Federal District Court at Houston against George
Lee Conway, New York City, formerly of Houston, Texas, forbidding future violations of
the registration and antifraud provisions of the securities laws with respect to certi-
ficates of deposit and letters of credit issued by SVEA Trust Company (formerly Societe
Anonyme de Refinancement and Northern Trust Company, S. A.). (SEC v. SVEA Trust Com-
pany, S. A., et al., S.D. Texas, Civil Action No. 73-H-1585). (LR-6613)

COMPLAINT NAMES HIRSCHFELD BANK
OF COMMERCE

The Washington Regional Office announced that on November 27 a complaint was filed in
the U.S. District Court in Norfolk, Virginia seeking to enjoin Hirschfeld Bank of Com-
merce of Virginia Beach, Virginia from violating the antifraud provisions of the securi-
ties laws in the offer and sale of $76 million in common stock of Hirschfeld Bank of

The Commission's complaint alleges that the defendant made false and misleading state-
ments concerning, among other things, the exclusivity of the rights offering, endorse-
ments of the merits of the offering by certain companies, and inspections and issuance
of insurance by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation. Alleged omissions of
material facts include, among other things, certain significant risk factors, the in-
tended use of proceeds and the financial condition of Hirschfeld Bank of Commerce.
(SEC v. Hirschfeld Bank of Commerce, E.D. Va., Norfolk Division, Civ. Action No.

LESLIE ZACHARIAS, OTHERS,
INDICTED
