ABIGATL ARMS TO, LEAVE SEC TO JOIN LAW FIRM

The Securities and Exchange Commission today announced that Abigail
Arms, Senior Associate Director 1in the Division of Corporation
Finance is joining the law firm of Long, Aldridge & Norman, as a
partner effective May 1. Ms. Arms will practice in the firm’'s
Corporate and Government Finance Group. Ms. Arms joined the SEC in
1984 as an attorney in the Division of Corporation Finance. During
her tenure at the Commission, Ms. Arms served as the principal legal
officer in the Division, where she was responsible for the Offices
of Chief Counsel and Mergers and Acquisitions. Most recently, she
served as the principal disclosure offjcer responsible for the nine
offices within the Division that oversee the disclosure documents
filed by over 12,000 companies.

Chairman Levitt said, "Abbie has been an integral member of the
SEC’'s legal and disclosure programs. Her outstanding Contributions
to the Commission’s Task Force on Disclosure Simplification were
instrumental to our goals of regulatory simplification. I and many
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others at the Commission will miss her wise counsel and commitment
to excellence.

ENFORCEMENT PROCEEDINGS

CEASE-AND-DESIST ORDERS ENTERED AGAINST RONALD DAW, J. WESTON DAW AND
STEVEN CLARK

On April 4, the Commission issued Orders pursuant to Section 21C of
the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 (Exchange Act) against Ronald W.
Daw (Ronald Daw) and J. Weston Daw (Weston Daw) requiring them to
cease and desist from committing or causing any violations of, or
future violations of, Sections 13(g) and 16 (a) of the Exchange Act
and Rules 13d-1, 13d-2, 1léa-2 and l6éa-3 promulgated thereunder. The
Commission also issued an Order against Steven K. Clark (Clark)
requiring him to cease and desist from committing or causing any
violations of, or future violations of, Section 16(a) of the
Exchange Act and Rules 16a-2 and l6a-3 promulgated thereunder.

Ronald Daw has been Chairman of the Board of Directors, President
and Chief Executive Officer, of Daw Technologies, 1Inc. (Daw
Technologies) since October 1992, and Weston Daw was a director of
Daw Technologies until November 1995. Ronald Daw and Weston Daw are
the beneficial owners of more than ten percent of the equity
securities of Daw Technologies. Clark was the Chief Financial
Officer of Daw Technologies from July 1992 until September 1995. Daw
Technologies supplies cleanrooms to the semiconductor industry and
its shares are traded on NASDAQ's National Market System. The
respondents, without admitting or denying the allegations in the
Commission’s Orders, consented to the entry of the respective
Orders. The Orders found that Ronald Daw and Weston Daw failed to
timely file two amendments to their Forms 3, twenty-four Forms 4,
eight Forms 5 and amendments thereto, and two Schedules 13G and four
amendments thereto; and Clark failed to timely file an amendment to
his Form 3, seven Forms 4 and four Forms 5 and amendments thereto.
The combined value of the transactions by Ronald Daw, Weston Daw and
Clark on 1late Forms 4 and 5 1is §2,284,794, $2,483,471, and
$2,229,240, respectively. (Rels. 34-38476, Clark, and 34-38477,

ALL DEFENDANTS SETTLE CIVIL ACTION FOR ILLEGAL TRADING IN SECURITIES OF
ROYCE LABORATORIES, INC.

The Commission announced today that on March 26 the United States
District Court for the Eastern District of New York entered final
judgments against five defendants whom the Commission charged with
obtaining more than $128,000 through illegal trading in securities
of Royce Laboratories, Inc. (Royce). Specifically, defendants
Nilkanth Patel, Hasmukh Patel, Janak C. Patel, Janak M. Patel, and
Kanubhai Patel each was permanently enjoined from future violations
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of Section 17(a) of the Securities Act of 1933 and Section 10(b) of
the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 (Exchange Act) and Rule 10b-5.
The court ordered these defendants to pay a total of $128,190 in
disgorgement, $51,604.87 in prejudgment interest, and $74,677.38 in
civil penalties under the Insider Trading and Securities Fraud
Enforcement Act of 1988 (ITSFEA).

Any disgorgement and prejudgment interest paid by defendants will be
held by the court for the benefit of persons who submit valid claims
arising under the federal securities laws by reason of the conduct
alleged against the defendants in the complaint. Previously, the
court had entered a final judgment against the remaining defendant,
Abul Bhuiyan, permanently enjoining him from future violations of
Section 10(b) of the Exchange Act and Rule 10b-5, and ordering him
to pay an ITSFEA penalty of $1,811.00. The Commission did not seek
disgorgement or prejudgment interest from Abul Bhuiyan because he
repaid his illegal profits to Royce, his employer.

Each defendant consented to the entry of the final judgment against
him without admitting or denying the allegations in the complaint.

INVESTMENT COMPANY ACT RELEASE

CHUBB AMERICA FUND, INC., ET AL.

A notice has been issued giving interested persons until April 28 to
request a hearing on an application filed by Chubb America Fund,
Inc. (Fund), on behalf of certain portfolios, and Chubb Investment
Advisory Corporation (Adviser) for an order under Section 6(c) of
the Investment Company Act. The order would exempt applicants from
Section 15 (a). Jefferson-Pilot Corporation has agreed to acquire
100% of the issued and outstanding shares of common stock of Chubb
Life Insurance Company of America (Chubb Life), the parent of the
Adviser. The indirect change in control of the Adviser will result
in the assignment, and thus the termination, of the existing
advisory contract between the Fund and the Adviser. The order would
permit the implementation, without shareholder approval, of a new
investment management contract for a period of up to 120 days
following the date of the change in control of Chubb Life, but in no
event later than August 28, 1997. The order also would permit the
Adviser to receive all fees earned under the new advisory contract
following shareholder approval.
