The Order for Proceedings alleges as follows: B.J. Thomas, as chief 
financial officer of Technology International, Ltd. from March 1993 
until February 1994, prepared the June 30, 1993 financial statements 
for TIL and knew or was reckless in not knowing that these financial 
statements had not been prepared in accordance with Generally
Accepted Accounting Principles in violation of Section 17(a) of the 
Securities Act and Section 10(b) of the Exchange Act and Rule 10b-5 
thereunder. On March 11, 1997, Thomas consented to the entry of 
final judgment in a federal district court action against him and 
others arising out of the facts that form the basis of this 
proceeding. Based on the permanent injunction, the Commission has 
temporarily suspended and may, after a thirty-day period,
permanently suspend Thomas from practice under Rule 102 (e)(3).
