URGENT BULLETIN FROM THE U.S. TREASURY DEPARTMENT'S OFFICE OF FOREIGN
ASSETS CONTROL (OFAC)

On October 21, 1995, President Clinton declared a national emergency
and signed Executive Order 12978 which blocks all property subject
to U.S. jurisdiction in which there is any interest of individuals
and businesses determined to be involved in international narcotics
trafficking centered in Colombia. A series of names was published
at that time, and additional listings have been published from time
to time since. On July 30, 1997, OFAC designated a number of
additional businesses and individuals as "Specially Designated
Narcotics Traffickers". Those names have been added to OFAC’s
master list of "Specially Designated Nationals and Blocked Persons"
(SDN'’s) . The names, which have been filed with the Federal
Register, are available on OFAC’s World Wide Web home page:
