The document is a 1969 letter from a Commission staff member 
to an attorney in the Antitrust Division of the Department of Justice. The General 
Counsel expressed no opinion concerning the FOIA Officer's determination to deny
access to the document in question under FOIA Exemption 5,5 USC 552(b)(5). (ReI.

CIVIL PROCEEDINGS 

INJUNCTIVE ACTION FILED AGAINST WILLIAM FLYNN, OTHERS 

The Commission filed on August 3 an action for injunctive relief in the U.S. District 
Court for the District of Colorado against William Flynn, Jonas E. Curtiss, and Norma 
Jeanne Productions, Inc. (NJP). 

The Commission alleged, in its Complaint, that defendants violated the antifraud pro
visions of the securities laws in connection with the offer and sale of NJP securities. 
Additionally, the Complaint alleged that defendants violated the registration provi
sions of the Securities Act of 1933. (SEC v. William Flynn, et al., USDC DCa, Civil 
Action No. 88-1229). (LR-11827) 

INVESTMENT COMPANY ACT RELEASES 

BARCLAYS BANK PLC
