According to the application, United proposes to acquire up to $15,000,000 of notes (due 1968) from its 
subsidiary, Duval Corporation,increaaing from $14,000,000 to $29,000,000 the maxtmu. aggregate a.ount of 
notes to be acquired. The proceeds of the note sale will be used by Duval to finance, in part, the develop
ment of its Battle Mountain copper-gold-silver property in Nevada and its potash property in Saakstoon, 
Canada. United al.o proposes to acquire from another subsidiary, United Over.eas Production Corporation. up
to 1,500 shares of common stock of United Overseas at a cash price of $1,000 per share. The propo.ed acqui.i
tion will increase from 1,000 shares to 2,500 shares the maximum number of such .hares to be acquired. United 
Oversea. will use the proceeds of it. stock sale to continue its gas and oil exploration and for other general
corporate purposes. 

EASTERN UTILITIES SEEKS ORDER. Blackstone Valley Electric Co., Brockton Edison Co., and Montaup Electric 
Co., subsidiaries of Eastern Utilities Associates, ~ holding company, have applied to the SEC for an 
order under the Holding Company Act authorizing the subsidiaries to sell to banks and/or EUA an aggregate of 
$14,200,000 of short-term, unsecured, promissory notes, during the period ending December 21, 1967. The Com

ary of Northeast Utilities, has applied to the SEC for an order under the Holding Company Act authorizing cer
tain financing transactions; and the Commission has issued an order (Release 35-15607) giving interested per
sons until December 20 to request a hearing thereon. The application states that Hartford presently has out
standing $25,000,000 of notes, due between March 30, 1967, and June 28, 1967, all incurred before Northeast 
became a holding company. Hartford proposes to extend the maxu.u. maturity dates of such notes to June 30,
1967, or to refund the notes with other similar notes due June 30, 1967. It also proposes to sell to banks 
by June 30, 1967, additional short-term notes aggregating $13,000,000. Hartford's construction program con
templates gross construction expenditures of $28,000,000 for 1966 and $32,000,000 for 1967. Funds to be 
derived from the new loans will be applied to such expenditures.

until December 8 to request a hearing thereon. The applicant was organized to rai.e funds abroad for financitg
the expansion and development of the parent's foreign operations while at the same time providing assistanee 
in improving the balance of payments position of the United States in compliance with the voluntary coopera
tion program instituted by the President in February 1965. The applicant intends to offer $10,000,000 of it. 
guaranteed notes, due 1972, for sale outside the United States through a group of underwriters. The notes are 
to be guaranteed as to principal, interest payments and premium by the parent. The applicant intends to in
vest its assets in stock or debt obligations of foreign and domestic corporations which operate abroad and are 
subsidiaries or affiliates of the parent company. The parent is engaged in the oil business.
